Show notes for lesson#66: Ordering Beer

Here are the basic phrases and dialogs for ordering beer and other kinds of
alcohol in a Japanese Izakaya (Japanese style pub)

REOVED
DI, One beer please
Nama hitotsu kudasai
VeED
E—N—2 EI, One beer please

Biru hitotsu kudasai

(You can either use “nama” or "Biiru” to order beer. "Nama” specifically means draught beer and
is quite a commonly used word. Men sometimes leave out “kudasai”in less formal situations. )

You can order beer in glasses called “Joki”. They come in three sizes:

/N Sho Small
H Chu Medium 350-500 ml
K Dai  Large 750-1000 Ml

People usually order the "Chu” and “Dai” size.
